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DEADLINE FOR FILING EXEMPTIONS
Clay County, Florida – Roger A. Suggs, Clay County Property Appraiser wants to inform the citizens of Clay County that the statutory deadline for filing tax exemptions is March 1, 2012.

First-time homeowners should bring their deed, and if married, provide their and their spouse’s social security number when they apply.  If you are a mobile home owner, in addition to your deed and social security numbers, you should also bring the title(s) or vehicle registration(s) for the mobile home.  You may also apply at our Orange Park Branch Office, 1518 Park Avenue Orange Park, Florida.
Once the initial application has been filed and granted, you will be placed on the automatic renewal system each year.  As long as nothing changes, your exemption will be automatically renewed, each year, on January 1.  In January, you will be mailed a renewal notice identifying your property.  If you still live in this home, and qualify for the exemption, you need to do nothing; just keep the card as your receipt and continue to enjoy the benefit of lower taxes.
